Friends will be able to enjoy a whole day at HARTLEBURY CASTLE, the Home of the Bishops of
Worcester for over 1,000 years until 2006 when the Bishop moved into a residence close to the Cathedral.
Although looking more like a stately country residence than a traditional castle, the site has a very long,
interesting and exciting history including a civil war siege and numerous royal visits. In the 18" century
the impressive HURD LIBRARY was created to house Bishop Hurd’s collection of over 5000 rare and
valuable books visited in 1788 by his good friend King George Ill, accompanied by Queen Charlotte.
